Reflection: “Gifts for Jesus”

The dictionary defines epiphany as “a moment ofismcand great revelation or
realization.” The wise ones followed the star fribgrising until it stopped. That
was their epiphany, but epiphanies are not alwayswealing. On this last Sunday
of Christmas, we stop with the wise ones to wondat this birth has revealed.

It is not clear who are the wise ones in Matthethey may have been kings or
astronomers, while some biblical translations say they are magi. Nor is it clear
how many people came, or their gender, but we eareésonably certain they
came from a different country, have access to Wwehkcause of the expensive

It is believed that the wisdom of the wise onesed&mm dreams. Herod, too,
got his hunch about these travellers from dreamsotiwas wealthy and powerful,
was considered an enemy of the Jews, and was pa@naut any potential threat
to him presiding on the throne.

Epiphany, formally celebrated on January 6, manksaind of the Christmas
season. It is the day when we celebrate Jesuditylbeing revealed to the wise
ones who followed the star to find Jesus. Mattheyo'spel tells that Jesus was a
small child when the wise ones found him, which liegthat their quest was a long
one — a journey of hope.
